US citizens traveling to Portugal for tourism or business do not need a visa. American citizens wishing to study, work (including establish independent business, set up investments), retire or resettle, must apply for the appropriate visa. Please find bellow a list of visas and application requirements.
Legal residents in the United States may or may not need a visa depending on their country of citizenship. Find bellow a list of countries whose citizens do not need a visa for short stay visits.
